	Resources required:
BBC Radio Clip - Archie Dobson’s War.
Archie’s War - by Maria Williams.

	Target Age Group: Yr 5 and 6

	Learning Outcome:
To understand some aspects about World War I focusing on the role of communication.

	Teaching input:
Children listen to Archie Dobson’s radio broadcast from the BBC.  Look through and discuss some parts of Archie’s War.  (The two are not connected).
Ask the children what they already know about World War I and what they would like to know.  Children produce mind maps.
