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Lesson 2: Blandford and the Royal Naval Division
Aims/ Learning outcomes:
1. To research the connection between Blandford and the Gallipoli Campaign
2. To select and deploy a range of relevant sources
3. To explain the nature of the Royal Naval Division before and how it prepared for the Gallipoli Campaign
Method
· Review the key features of the Gallipoli strategy
· To explain the nature of the task to the students – leaflet
· Students to consider key questions that the leaflet should answer – this could be done as a group activity
· Plenary – discussion of key questions
· Students to be given sources and work individually / in groups on research
· First sources look at RND prior to the Gallipoli campaign – next lesson will deal with what happened to RND at Gallipoli
· Two versions of the sources are available
· Plenary – discuss issues arising from research / gaps in knowledge
· Students start to begin to produce leaflet – use of ICT
· Images to be available on website
· Homework –  work on presentation
