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Lesson 3: The key features of the Gallipoli Campaign, April 1915 – January 1916
Aims/ Learning outcomes:
1. To identify the key features of the campaign between April 1915 and January 1916
2. To explain these features using a range of evidence
3. To give students the opportunity to draw conclusions about the reasons for the campaign’s failure
Method
· Review the role of the Royal Naval Division – see starter task: students to work in pairs and produce questions (mini-whiteboards might be used to record the questions)
· Use PowerPoint to briefly explain chronology of events – see slide 4 
· Students to work in groups to research one aspect of the campaign – see slides 5 and 6
· Information sheet provides much of information, but students may be given opportunity to extend this using a search engine if ICT facilities are available
· Plenary – student presentations: these could be done through a variety of methods: use of A1 / A2 sugar paper / PowerPoint / hand-out
· Students might then be given the opportunity to complete their RND leaflets as begun in Lesson 2
· Homework –  see sheet: students given choice of activity each of which has different level of challenge
